
 In the Middle Ages, labyrinths were embedded in the 
floors of the great Cathedrals (Chartres Cathedral outside of 
Paris being a classic example). Here pilgrims could walk a 
prayerful path in lieu of going on a great crusade.  In the early 
мффлΩs Rev. Lauren Artress brought the idea of the labyrinth 
and the sacred walk into the public eye through her labyrinth 
movement begun at Grace Cathedral in San Francisco. 

 Many saints in various religions go to the edge of their 
structures of knowing so that the infinite Mystery can once 

again reveal but a momentary glimpse of what it 
means to enter into oneness and wholeness that 
cannot be experienced in a small finite body.  Yet, at 
the very same time, the revelation must be lived in 
and through that same finite reality.   

 For a pilgrimage is not simply a sitting and 
waiting, rather, it is a walking, an embodying of the 
earth and sky and a universe grander than 
imaginable.  It is to hear the song of the stars and 
the movement of the spheres and to somehow 
become awakened to that same song within each 
cell on ones own being. 

 A pilgrimage is a moving apart from the known and the 
comfortable, to be enveloped by uncertainty.  This sounds so 
dramatic, when in reality it is a matter of attending to the 
bugs that sting, the flowers that smell, the bed that is 
uncomfortable and the food that isnΩt so great.  It is a 
willingness to stand in a dry river bed, pleading for the water 
only to be swept away as it courses through the valley in a 
flash flood.   

 It requires a trusting surrender to more than one can 
know and can only be revealed through the ever so daily walk 
with intention.   

 For when the physical 
journey comes to an end the 
realization strikes deep that 
what one has been seeking 
has been inside all along.   

The journey did not promise 
insight, or salvation, the 
journey simply promised the 
journey. 
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 Throughout history, in all walks of life, both sacred and 
secular, a Pilgrimage is a journey to the unknown.  It is a 
search for something, a ritual, a commemoration, perhaps 
something that the pilgrims themselves cannot express or 
articulate.  Pilgrimages are connected with Spirit, discovery, 
and transformation.  Sometimes, they are formal, planned 
sojourns to the wilderness; while some find themselves 
longing for the other shore when standing at the edge of the 
universe of belief, of purpose, and of pain. 

 G.J Jung (Swiss psychiatrist and psychoanalyst 
who founded analytical psychology) believed that 
within the psyche of all humanity are patterns or 
archetypes that he explained as being deposits of 
the constantly repeated experiences of humanity.   

 David Teniers the Younger (1610-1690) 
captures the essence of a female pilgrim on the 
journey toward spiritual renewal and salvation in 
his 17th Century oil.  Her protective staff, her 
meager supplies, and her rosary in hand, all 
symbols of her depth of devotion and intention.  
She may be traveling to a holy shrine, a quiet 
place, but she goes alone to seek a connection; a 
revelation both within and without. 

 Not all journeys are pilgrimages, but all pilgrimages are 
journeys.  Many have walked the Appalachian Trail, The 
Camino de Santiago in Spain, even the 2400 miles of Route 66 
beginning to end.  It is from an intention of discovery, a 
willingness and openness to the experience of encountering 
oneΩs deeper self.

 Like the story of Moses of old that begins by the calling 
from God to rescue the people of Israel (Exodus 3).  In his 
archetype journey we see him grapple with his fear and 
uncertainty.  More often than not, he is doubtful, faithless 
and scared.  His transformation comes through the journey 
that he has intentionally set himself upon to follow the call 
into the wilderness of his own soul.   

 It is the inner calling that sets this journey apart from a 
vacation, a travel adventure.  He is consciously entering into a 
contract with God and the frightening thing is that he has no 
idea what will be the result.  How will the journey shape him, 
demand of him to scrape the core of his very existence to 
embrace it and at the very same moment let it go. 
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 Mid-year is a natural time of revaluation of all that we 
have accomplished in the year-to-date.  It feels to me that 
this year has been at an accelerated pace.  IΩve been on the 
road a lot helping family and friends, expanding our travel 
ministry and more.  Plus our strange spring that seemed to 
never end; suddenly became summer.  What a shock!  I 
heard on the news that we had the coldest April on record, 
yet the hottest May.  No soft lingering spring here, seems the 
seasons were on fast forward too! 

 I am truly grateful and gratified that those who engaged 
in our pledge campaign continue to honor their commitment.  
I know, from my own experience, that it is difficult, especially 
when things get a little tight, to continue to stand in the 
sacred place of discipline and obedience to the law of giving 
and receiving. 

 This year, our Pledge Committee (VC Garrett, Linda Goble, 
Bethany Stephenson) is working on a very special invitation 
to each and every one to join together in [ƛǾƛƴƎ ¢ƘŜ 
!ōǳƴŘŀƴǘ [ƛŦŜ.  During the month of October we will be 
studying that powerful Unity classic {ǇƛǊƛǘǳŀƭ 9ŎƻƴƻƳƛŎǎ by 
Rev. Eric Butterworth and expanding our awareness of what 
it truly means to be prosperous and living and giving from the 
flow of all good. 

 The month of July finds me once again stepping aside for 
a sabbatical time.  According to my contract at the 
completion of every 4th year, I am entitled to a one month 
sabbatical.  So the question is – what is a sabbatical and why 
is it important for me and even more important for the 
church and each of you? 

 A sabbatical is NOT an extended vacation.  It is a time of 
intentional spiritual renewal.  That is why it is an unbroken 
amount of time (i.e. one month).  Sabbaticals can range from 
a month to years.  Many a university professor has taken a 
sabbatical for the purpose of writing a book, or research.  
Some enlightened companies like Intel, give their employees 
a month sabbatical after a certain number of years at the 
company because they understand the value of a refreshed 
mind, a renewed passion, and greater creative expression. 

 This time I am going to a retreat center ChristΩs Peace 
House of Prayer in Easton, Kansas.  A quiet little cottage 
home in the forest, a time of extended silence and renewal, 
because, for a minister, sabbatical is a time of reconnection, 
infilling, and rest.   

 wŜŎƻƴƴŜŎǝƻƴ – even my spiritual journey and relationship 
with God gets strained and therefore drained.  Too much to 
do, to many distractions, just living in a society that is more 
and more removed from its spiritual center and I can get 
caught up in the whirlwind of it all.  It is time to be still – and 
let God love me. 

 LƴŬƭƭƛƴƎ – Sunday in and Sunday 
out you come to me for spiritual 
insight, for answers to the spiritual 
questions your soul is longing for.  
Even though the Sunday message is 
written from άmy point of view,έ άmy 
process with God,έ I seldom get the 
opportunity to really hear my own 
answers because I am engaged in the 
external dynamic of memory, execution, and flow of the 
lesson and the entire service.  So sabbatical is a time of 
reflection, and listening.  It is a space of letting go of the 
logistics of spirituality and simply be so that I can renew in 
the depths of my own being. 

wŜǎǘ – in the end our ability to really connect and infill with 
Spirit is all a part of being in a state of rest.  It is a time of 
surrender and trust; allowing the body to rest, the mind to 
relax, the soul to open.   

 So why is my sabbatical important for the church as a 
whole and for you, as an individual?  For the church it is a 
time to adjust our systems.  In every relationship there is a 
sharing/splitting of responsibilities.  Over the many years that 
I have been here, you have come to rely on me, as I on you.  
But what if things change?  It is important to be able to 
evaluate how the church functions, or does not function, in 
my absence.  Can the volunteers find the things they need, 
did someone turn off the HVAC, did something break and 
who is responsible for calling for repairs.  

 For you as an individual it is a reassessment of your 
personal spiritual commitment that goes beyond personality 
and position.  Sadly, I hear people say, άIΩm not coming to 
church if Mary Anne is not there.έ  Thank you for the vote of 
confidence, but in the end, YOUR spiritual journey is not 
about me.  And conversely, MY spiritual journey is not about 
you.  Together, though separately, we will dance with the 
question of intimacy with the divine and find ourselves 
stronger through learning the steps. 

 In my absence, there is still much to look forward too with 
several interesting workshops and guests.  Keep reading for 
more details. 

 Five years ago when I went on sabbatical we had four 
various guest speakers.  This time we are trying something 
different.  I have asked dear friend Rev. Chaz Welsey to fill in 
for the entire month.  And he has created a program for you 
to mirror me in my journey.  Read his bio and info on page 4 
for more particulars.  I feel good about knowing that though 
we are distant from one another, we are together in spirit.  

 Love, 
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This is the second time Rev. Mary Anne 
has been on sabbatical during her time 
here.  This time I am on the board and 
have the opportunity to have a totally 
different angle on her absence.   

 First, as a therapist I applaud her willingness to go alone 
and seek her inner guidance.  This speaks to me of a healthy 
response to a demanding life, as well as her personal 
commitment to her spiritual growth. 

 Second, it gives us, as a church board, the opportunity to 
see our strengths and also our weaknesses.  Rev. Mary Anne 
does a phenomenal job at keeping our church both 
spiritually and organizationally in good working order.  But 
we know that, to depend upon one person, is to make us 
just a little vulnerable.  Her sabbatical allows us to evaluate 
the overall running of the church, minus her energy, 
knowledge and expertise. In one sense that is a little scary, 
for she is also a valuable resource of our churchΩs history 
and our interface with Unity Worldwide.  So it is good for us 
to know how, or at least to know where to find our answers. 

 Third, as a congregation, her time away allows us to 
listen and learn differently from one we have known and 
trusted over the many years.  It can be said in all forms of 
communication that over time we donΩt tend to listen as 
carefully, or as deeply to the voice of the same teacher, no 
matter how good.  It is just a function of being familiar.  Our 
Unity message is one that can challenge us and hearing it 
from a different voice, a different perspective is always an 
invitation to greater growth. 

 Although I, and all of us, will miss her familiar presence 
and energy each Sunday we bless her on her journey 
recognizing that her return will be filled with gifts of insight 
and growth that only a time of renewal and rest can give.

 Last time, I shared that Karrie and I 
have two of our granddaughters living with 
us full time.  Several months after they 
came to us we noticed some unusual 
behavior from Angela, the four-year-old.

 She would ask the exact same question many times and 
then she would do exactly what we had just told her ƴƻǘ to 
do. Our first thought was perhaps she had a hearing issue, 
but ruled that out after a checkup with her doctor.  We 
eventually figured out that though she was hearing what 
was being said, she was not comprehending it.  She had not 
been taught to listen for comprehension and she had not 
learned it on her own.  We have started working on 
teaching her to listen for comprehension and we are 
checking often for comprehension.  She is making 
wonderful progress.   

 The process of checking often for comprehension has 

bled over into the rest of our lives.  I am finding myself 

checking for comprehension with other people in my life.  It 

has been interesting to discover who is comprehending 

what I am saying and who is not. I know from my own 

experience, when I am trying to listen to someone it can be 

difficult if there are lots of things going on around me.  

 Taking this one step further, all this noise has to affect 

my communication with God in the same way it affects my 

communication with other people.  This makes me wonder 

if maybe I am doing the same thing with God, that Angela 

was doing with us.  Am I listening to God, but not 

comprehending what he is saying to me?  So as I teach 

Angela, maybe she is teaching me in return.
